Birla Mandir

The shimmering ethereal beauty of the temple of Lord
Venkateswvvara, built in Rajasthani style, entirely wwith
white marble by the Birla Foundation, adorns the city
skyline. Set on a hill, it is one of Hyderabad's most
popular temples.

gold model of Jubilee Pavillion, a 1930 Rolls Royce and
more.

Charminar

A striking edifice, a landmark in Hyderabad, the
Charminar is a 400 year old monument with 4 graceful .
minarets. Built two years after the founding of the city,
its central structure soars to height of 180 feet. Itis a
marvelous icon of the city.

Chovvwmahalla Palace Complex

Built in several phases by the Nizams between 1857-
1869, this is now one of the heritage buildings. The
complex comprises four palaces in Mughal and
European styles.

Nehru Zoological Park

One of the largest zoos in India, extending over 300
